served by the VHF radio is safety.  Technically, you are required to keep your VHF on 
Channel 16 at all times that you are not communicating on another channel.  The Fed-
eral Communications Commission (FCC) regulates marine communications in coopera-
tion with the U.S. Coast Guard, which monitors marine distress frequencies continu-
ously to protect life and property. All users of marine radios are responsible for observ-
ing both FCC and Coast Guard requirements.

Distress: "MAYDAY, MAYDAY, MAYDAY."  This is the International Distress Signal and is 

an imperative call for assistance.

Urgency: "PAN-PAN, PAN-PAN, PAN-PAN"  (PAHN PAHN). This in the International Ur-

gency Signal and is used when a vessel or person is in some jeopardy but less than would be 

indicated by Mayday. 

Safety: "SECURITY, SECURITY, SECURITY"  (SAY-CURE-IT-TAY). This is the Interna-

tional Safety Signal and is a message about some aspect of navigational safety or a weather 

warning.

If you receive a MAYDAY distress call cease all transmission.   Listen and follow the situa-
tion until it is evident that assistance is being rendered. You can resume transmitting

Q:  Can I use Channel 9 instead of Channel 16 for hailing? 
A:  Yes - Channel 9 is an alternative hailing channel to Channel 16 for recreational ves-
sels. 
 
Q:  Can I use Channel 16 for a radio check? 
A:  No. 
 
Q:  Besides Channel 16 are there other channels for talking with the Coast Guard? 
A:  Yes -- Channel 6 ς Use this channel for ship-to-ship safety messages and for search 
and rescue messages to ships and aircraft of the Coast Guard. 
Channel 22 - Use this channel to talk to the Coast Guard (but first make contact on Chan-
nel 16). 
 
Q:  We use Channel 68 between boats when cruising, what other channels are available 
to use? 
A:  Channels 69, 72 and 78.

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PROPOSED STATEWIDE COASTAL MARINA PERMIT  

RBOC Call to Arms 
January 22, 2010 
 
The California State Water Resources Control Board [SWRCB] is moving forward with a proposed 
statewide requirement that marinas and clubs with 10 or more slips and moorings obtain a state permit  
[termed a Coastal Marina Permit] and comply with many new requirements including extensive testing  
and reporting at a projected annual cost of hundreds of thousands of dollars.  
 
The use of the word òcoastaló in the permit name is a misnomer. The text of the proposal states that it 
would be required of moorings and marinas located not only along the coast but in bays, estuaries, and  
certain fresh water mixing zones such as the San-Joaquin Delta. The scope could also be expanded as 
the proposal moves forward.  
 
RBOC is working on this critical issue in cooperation with allied partners including Bay Planning  
Coalition, BoatU.S., California Association of Harbor Masters and Port Captains, California Marine Parks  
and Harbors Association, California Yacht Brokers Association, Marina and Recreation Association, and 
Western Boaters Safety Group. 
 
The SWRCB plans to conduct stakeholder workshops in March, to receive public comments in April, and  
to vote upon the permit in November of 2010. The exact dates, times and locations of the stakeholder  
workshops have not yet been set, but plans are for workshops to be in San Diego, Ventura, and  
Francisco.

Please contact the State Water Resources Control Board and request that it not move forward with a proposed 

permit that would make marina operators responsible for the quality of the water that flows into their marinas! 

 

The Water Board is proposing a permit for ALL coastal marinas (including many inland marinas that are in 

ñbaysò and ñestuariesò) that would FORCE them to spend hundreds of thousands of dollars each year to conduct 

expensive water quality testing and monitoring and to report that information to the State. It also gives the 

Water Board the authority to MANDATE ñmanagement practicesò on the marina as the board sees fit. Such 

mandates could include testing the bottom paint of the boats to see if they contain copper and even DEMAND 

the elimination of slips to reduce the amount of copper in the water! While copper seems to be a focus, the 

permit calls for testing and monitoring for many other constituents in the water, even trash! In short, it forces a 

wide range of testing and monitoring and gives extremely broad authority to the Water Board to mandate 

changes at the marina based on the testing and monitoring that the marina has to pay for! 

 

Forcing Marina operators to spend hundreds of thousands of dollars each year to try and improve water quality 

will not improve water quality. The water in a coastal marina cannot be controlled by the marina so forcing 

them to spend this money will not be effective. 

 

There is no evidence that the boats in marinas are causing a water quality problem. Forcing such a major 

expenditure without real evidence of a problem caused by the boats is unethical and extremely harmful in these 

tough economic times. 

 

The authority given to the Water Board to demand changes to how the marina is operated is far too broad and 

could lead to abuses. This permit would allow a staff level individual to force changes at a marina, even to the 

point of reducing slips based on their own assessment and not based on clear criteria. This permit could put 

someone out of business based solely on a low-level decision-makerôs ñopinionò. 

 

The $200,000 cost per marina of this program will put many small marinas out of business. 

 

The ñClean Marina Programò run by the marina industry is the best approach to improving water quality in 

marinas. This is an excellent program that is working to enhance the marine environment through voluntary 

participation and should be seen as the venue to address the Stateôs water quality goals for marinas. 

 

Please contact the Water Board and request that it not move forward with the marina permit proposal.
