necessary actions to avoid an unsafe situation or collision.  You may be right, 

but it is meaningless if you are dead right. 
 

hƴŜ ǘƻƻǘ ƻǊ ¢ǿƻ Χ 
The law requires vessels in sight of each other to indicate their intended course when nec-
essary for safe navigation.  A horn or whistle may be used.  A short blast is approximately 1
-2 seconds, while a long blast is 4-6 seconds.  Make your intentions known!  
¶ One short blast - to direct the course of vessel to your starboard (right) side.  
¶ Two short blasts - to direct your vessel to your port (left) side.  
¶ Three short blasts ς to indicate your vessel is going in reverse (astern). 
¶ Five or more short blasts - is a danger signal.  Used when the other vessel's  
       intentions  are not understood or if their indicated course is dangerous.  
¶ One long blast - situations of limited visibility. (i.e. exiting the horseshoe.)  

         Note: Boats should not use cross signals, that is, answering one blast with two blasts.

Whenever two vessels approach each other: 
¶ Stand-on vessel ς has the right-of-way.  You should continue your course and speed,         
expect to avoid an immediate collision. 
¶ Give-way vessel ς yields to Stand-on vessel.  You must take positive and timely action 
to stay out of the way of the Stand-On vessel.  You should never cross directly in front of 
the Stand-on vessel, creating an unsafe situation.  Slow down or stop, then pass behind the 
Stand-on vessel.  Your actions should be obvious, making your intentions known to the 
Stand-on vessel.

signal or make contact, and receive acknowledgement before overtaking another ves-
sel. 

        Passing on their Starboard side = 1 blast     Passing on their Port side = 2 blasts 
¶ When Being Overtaken: Maintain your course and speed, and stay on your side of the 

channel.  Allow the overtaking vessel to pass you ς if anything needs to be discussed
